DISQUALIFIED. NO EXCUSES!

1. THE HARRISVILLE TRACTOR PULL COMMITTEE RESERVES THE RIGHT TO REJECT OR
DISQUALITY ANY ENTRY. The Judge’s decision is final. Any arguing wiil result in disqualification.

2. Tractor must be 1953 or older stock farm tractor. Fenders ARE required.

3. Drawbar height not to exceed 20”.

_.4. Front weight WILL NOT exceed ahead of front wheels more than 24” or 24” behind rear wheels. Weights
must not interfere with the hookup. If anything breaks or falls off the tractor, the tractor will be disqualified.

5. Puller mus’ *sh own twisted clevis or puller’s eye to accept eliminator hook or NO HOOK. (Minimum
3” hole and N RAIGHT CLEVIS). Pulling point can be no more than 1.5” from back edge of hitching
device.

6. No cut tires except 5500# Open and V-8 classes.

7. All tractors must have a working PTO except Open & V—8 classes.

8. Driver must remain fully seated during entire pull and operate tractor in a safe manner.

9. Tractor must stay within boundaries or will be disqualified.

10. All contestants enter at their own risk and will sign a waiver. Anyone under 18 must show a Tractor Safety
Certificate and have a consent form signed by parent/guardian.

11. Tractors finishing in 2™ or 3™ place will be sub] ect to th} Dyno or re-weighing by $10 request only. Money
must be given to Judges only.

12. ALL V-8 TRACTORS REQUIRE THE FOLLOWING: scatter shields, wheelie bars, kill switch, vertical
exhaust, fan shields, shielded steel flywheel, harmonic balancer, fenders, backrest, and over-all length from rear
axle to front must not exceed 12°. Tractor should have design of original tinwork. Max. 482 Cu.In. No turbo
Carburetor max. 850 CFM.

13. ALL 5500# OPEN REQUIRE THE FOLLOWING: scatter shields, wheelie bars, kill switch, vertical
exhaust, fan shields, shielded steel flywheel, harmonic balancer, fenders, & backrest.

4. NO CUT TIRES ALLOWED EXCEPT IN THE “OPEN” CLASSES.

5. ALL WEIGHTS MUST BE SAFELY & SECURELY FASTENED TO TRACTOR. ANYTHING FALLING OFF RESULTS IN
DISQUALIFICATION.

6. FRONT WHEEL OF TRACTOR MUST NOT RAISE TO AN UNSAFE HEIGHT ACCORDING TO JUDGE'S DISGRESSION.

7. MAXIMUM DRAWBAR HEIGHT IS 20”. PINHOLE MINIMUM IS 18" FROM CENTER OF AXLE. ANYONE PULLING A
TRACTOR WITH A 3-POINT HITCH WILL BE DISQUALIFIED IF DRAWBAR RISES OR CHANGES POSITION AFTER
START OF PULL. DRAWBAR MUST BE ACCESSIBLE. PULLER MUST FURNISH OWN TWISTED CLEVIS OR PULLER'S EYE TO
ACCEPT ELIMINATOR HOOK OR NO HOOK. (MINIMUM 3" HOLE & NO STRAIGHT CLEVIS). PULLING POINT CAN BE NO
MORE THAN 1.5” FROM BACK EDGE OF HITCHING D E. .

8. ALL CONTESTANTS ENTER AT THEIR OWN RISK ANP'WILL SIGN A WAIVER. ANYONE UNDER 18 MUST SHOW A TRACTOR
SAFETY CERTIFICATE AND HAVE A CONSENT FORM SIGN™T BY PARENT/GUARDIAN.

9. TRACTORS FINISHING IN 2 OR 3™ PLACE WILL BE SUBJECT TO THE DYNO OR RE-WEIGHING/DRAWBAR CHECK BY $10
REQUEST ONLY. MONEY MUST BE GIVEN TO JUDGES ONLY.

10. TRACTOR MUST STAY WITHIN BOUNDARIES OR WILL BE DISQUALIFIED.
11. STOCK CONFIGURATION OF TRACTOR REQLUERED.
